The student’s local school system usually anstratetit with a high school diploma from #eir hom
school upon completion of the required craftivs. wal, however, award a 20 or 22 credhidagh s
diploma in agreement with the Virginia Gra@wgii@mints if no home school district can be
identified.

Unit of Credit
